Passing under an overpass, | looked far ahead at
Arlington National Cemetery for the final turn. It came, | turned,
and the road went up. Let me tell you. | dug deep and used my
arms to push ahead until | saw the finish line with a legion of
Marines standing at attention as we crossed over the timing strip
and the finish line. “Not bad old man”, said a two-star Marine
Corps General Officer as he shook my hand and sent me forward to
receive a medal from a Second Lieutenant. Marines passed out
water and snacks as we patiently walked from the Iwo Jima
Monument to the blocked off street above and the after-race
party. That night | had the best cheeseburger, fries and beer.
